 MESSAGE FROM THE CEO 

We are more than half way through the year, and the holidays are 

approaching quickly.  I hope all of you have enjoyed your summer.   

 

In our last newsletter, I mentioned a few new additions that were coming to 

the hospital, including our Stereotaxis Robotic Navigation System, a magnet-

guided technology used to enhance the precision and safety of procedures to 

treat certain heart rhythm problems, or cardiac arrhythmias.  Riverside 

Community Hospital recently hosted our Annual Hospital Chamber Mixer with the Greater Riverside 

Chamber of Commerce where we were able to showcase the Stereotaxis System.  Nearly 300 Chamber 

members and business officials attended and toured the new EP Lab and were able to see how the 

system operates and the benefits it offers to our patients.   

 

There are over 150,000 people in Southern California suffering from atrial fibrillation.  However, there are 

very few Arrhythmia Centers in California. There are only nine hospitals, including RCH, with this new 

Stereotaxis Magnetic System in California. When our new lab opens, Riverside Community Hospital will 

be one of four hospitals in Southern California with this new and advanced technology.  

We are very excited about our acquisition of the Stereotaxis System, and are hoping to be operational by 

the end of this month.  This will be a great addition to the service lines that we offer to the community. 

 

I would also like to thank all who participated in the 2011 Inland Empire Heart Walk on September 10.  

We had a wonderful turnout for the event. We exceeded our fundraising goals and donated nearly 

$28,000 to the American Heart Association.  I hope you will join us again next year as we continue to 

show our support in the fight against heart disease.

Community Hospital. Your generosity and willingness to give your time is greatly appreciated.
